
Alarming statistics... 

• As of 2005 there were as many 
as 77 million children online 

• 1 out of 5 children have been         
solicited for sex in the last year 

• 1 in 4 children were sent pic-
tures of people that were naked 
or engaged in a sexual act. 

• 75% of children are willing to 
share personal info over the 
Internet 

• Only 25% of children that were        
solicited for sex ever told a par-
ent 

• 77% of the targets for online 
predators were age 14 and 
older, and 22% were age 10 to 
13 

• Since 1999 there have been 678 
Internet predators arrested in         
Wisconsin alone, including more 
than 100 “travelers”.   

• Wisconsin led the nation with 
120 arrests in 2005!

Why form a task force here in 
La Crosse County? 

 
In the past the State of Wisconsin Department of    
Justice (DOJ) Internet Crimes Against Children 

Task Force (ICAC) handled the majority of crimes 
involving children being victimized on-line by  

predators.  With a limited number of Agents and an 
ever-growing caseload a program began which  
allowed for local police departments to join the 

State in their battle against online predators.  Local 
police departments became ICAC Affiliates.  By 

agreeing to conduct our investigations according to 
National ICAC Guidelines we received nationally 

recognized training.  With our own funding we had 
to cover travel and equipment expenses, but once 
equipped we could begin handling these types of 
cases locally.  This meant more officers putting 
themselves between online predators and the   

children of our communities. 

 

Our Task Force took things one step further and 
decided to unite in a county-wide task force.  We 
are unique in that all law enforcement members 
assist each other throughout La Crosse County 

with these types of cases and our successful    
teamwork is demonstrated in the multiple arrests 

we have made. 

 

Our Task Force took their “teamwork attitude” 
one step further. We are multi-jurisdictional and 
have representatives from other professions who 
will come in contact with the victims and/or the 

suspects of these types of cases.

What you can do to help… 
Due to tight budget constraints our Task Force is funded 
strictly by donations.  We do not want to drain any partici-
pating department’s training budget and we do not want 
the smaller departments excluded because they have 
smaller budgets.  As affiliate members of the State-level 
ICAC our tuition costs are covered for training, but our 
local Task Force must cover all transportation expenses to 
the national training as well as the necessary equipment 
needed for these on-line investigations. 

 
Costs per officer: 
Each officer must attend TWO phases of training. 

Each phase of training: 

 Airfare $600 (approximately) 

 Meals $200  

  $800 x 2 Phases 

 Equipment needed: 

  $1500-$2000 

TOTAL COST PER OFFICER: 

 Training    $1600 

 Equipment  $1500-$2000 

 TOTAL    $3100-$3600

over 6000 students & parents within 
La Crosse County. 

Update June 2006: 

The State of WI awarded 6 of our officers grants to help 
with equipment start-up costs. 

This was a tremendous help to our efforts, but we still have 
a long road ahead of us. 

 

Update January 2008: 
 

Because of continuing, generous donations our task force 
currently has 4 officers fully trained, equipped & 
investigating.  Travel/meal costs of $5,954.66. 

Some costs were covered by the June ’06 grant.
